In fact there is maple which helps to build quality hardwood cues. If you have a fiberglass or graphite pool cue will not allow sign of wrapping as in the wood cue. This is why these kinds of pool cue are expensive.Make sure about your weight and feel in your game with the pool cue. However the cue sticks are around 57" in length. Some of the pool cues are heavier than others. Again make sure and go for buying branded pool cue so that you can have a great feel during the game.
